acquired a new set of knowledge.Content:The content is that part of the lesson note that contains all that there is to a particular topic.In the content, there is detailed information about the topic a teacher intends to teach.Summary/Conclusion:The summary/conclusion is that point where a teacher wraps up or concludes his lesson.Evaluation:In an
