You realize it isn't as
easy as the video made it look. You still haven't caught a fish after hours of sitting on the shore. When your fishing pole breaks, you go home. The next time you go fishing, you check the local weather reports. You look at various spots and choose calm water. You also make a point of bringing along an extra line and a second pole. Lastly, see what time
is best for catching fish in this area. The trip was a success. You have taken the knowledge you have gained, made decisions based on what did not work the last time, and adjusted your actions. This is wisdom. Some synonyms for wisdom include caution, experience, foresight, judgment, and prudence. They say that knowledge is knowing what to say,
and wisdom is knowing when to say it. This is a simplified version that shows the difference between the two. Let's look at some of the significant differences between knowledge and wisdom. Knowledge is about knowing the facts. You know what the situation appears to be. You know what you have been told is the proper action to take or the proper
reaction. Yet, things don't always go the way they are supposed to go.
