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“But	the	anointing	which	ye	have	received	of	him	abideth	in	you,	but	ye	need	not	that	any	man	teach	you:	but	as	the	same	anointing	teacheth	you	of	all	things,	and	is	truth,	and	is	no	lie,	and	even	as	it	hath	taught	you,	ye	shall	abide	in	him”	(I	John	2:27).	Anointing	Points	to	Regeneration	The	term	“anointing”	(Greek	christos)	is	used	only	twice	with
regard	to	Christians.	In	both	places	the	reference	is	to	regeneration.	The	anointing	which	is	on	the	child	of	God	is	that	which	was	received	at	regeneration.	Every	believer	on	the	Lord	Jesus	Christ,	having	vital	relationship	with	Him,	became	a	Christian	when	baptized	with	the	Holy	Spirit.	Next,	the	filling	of	the	Spirit	is	indeed	an	experience	far	beyond
anything,	which	the	majority	of	Christians	knows	anything	about.	It	is	the	purpose	of	God	that	every	child	of	His	should	be	filled	at	the	moment	of	his	or	her	conversion,	and	perpetually	filled	until	the	consummation	of	his	sojourn	upon	the	earth.	(The	Spirit	of	God,	G.	Campbell	Morgan,	Baker	Book	House,	pp.	184-186.)	The	usage	of	the	word
anointing,	as	found	in	I	John	2:27,	is	a	noun	usage	which	is	only	to	be	found	in	I	John	2:20,	27.	In	I	John	2:20,	the	word	“unction”	is	a	translation	of	the	Greek	(chrisma)	occurring	three	times	in	the	Greek	New	Testament	(verses	20,	27a,	27b),	is	more	precisely	rendered	“anointing”	which	usually	has	reference	to	the	anointing	of	the	Holy	Spirit.	This
anointing,	with	the	power	and	presence	of	the	Holy	Spirit,	is	a	part	of	the	believer’s	equipment	for	effective	service.	This	“anointing,”	or	indwelling,	of	the	Holy	Spirit	is	sufficient	to	make	lucid	all	truth	in	matters	of	faith	and	practice.	No	additional	experience	of	knowledge	or	enlightenment	is	needed.	The	apostle	John	is	giving	assurance	to	all
believers	of	the	intent	of	establishing	the	sufficiency	of	the	Holy	Spirit	in	His	teaching	ministry.	In	I	John	2:27,	the	passage	recognizes	the	adequacy	of	the	Holy	Spirit	in	teaching	and	in	testing	the	truth	of	what	is	taught	by	human	teachers.	(The	Criswell	Study	Bible,	p.	1465.)	Understanding	John’s	Words	To	properly	understand	the	intent	of	the
apostle	John’s	usage	of	the	word	anointing,	one	should	examine	the	reason	for	John’s	writing	of	this	first	epistle.	The	first	epistle	of	John	is	a	vigorous	polemic	against	certain	heretical	teachers	whom	John	calls	“‘antichrists.”	These	“antichrists”	are	recognized	as	one	or	more	of	the	many	ramifications	of	Gnosticism.	This	heresy	has	three	possibilities:
1)	The	denial	that	Jesus	Christ	came	in	the	flesh;	2)	That	Jesus	is	the	Son	of	God;	3)	That	Jesus	came	“by	water	only”	and	not	“by	blood	also.”	Gnosticism	was	divided	into	two	schools	of	thought:	1)	Dicetism	described	Jesus	as	the	Christ	in	the	sense	of	a	phantom	figure;	2)	Ceninthus	taught	that	Jesus	was	not	born	of	a	virgin,	but	was	the	physical	son	of
Joseph	and	Mary.	Whereupon	His	baptism	by	John	the	Baptist,	the	Spirit	of	“Christ”	anointed	Him	for	His	earthly	teaching	ministry	then	left	Him	at	His	crucifixion.	In	the	passages	found	in	I	John	2:18-20,	John	represents	to	the	believers	the	work	of	the	Holy	Spirit	and	this	anointing	for	security	against	apostasy	of	the	antichrists.	John	reminds	all	true
believers	of	the	living	Witness	they	have	in	themselves–	the	Holy	Spirit	of	God;	who	both	set	the	seal	of	immediate	conviction	upon	the	Truth	itself	and	enabled	the	believers	unfailingly	to	distinguish	it	from	all	of	its	counterfeits.	According	to	verse	20,	the	result	of	this	“anointing”	is	that	ye	know	all	things.	The	specific	office	of	the	Spirit	is	to	guide
into	all	truth,	to	receive	of	mine	(Christ’s)	and	show	it	unto	you	(John	16:13-14).	The	distinctive	feature	of	I	John	2:27	is	that	the	testimony	of	the	Spirit	is	regarded	as	a	“teaching.”	The	believers	would	recognize	this	teaching	as	the	subjective,	enlightening	action	of	the	Holy	Spirit	of	truth	upon	the	minds	of	all	true	believers	in	Christ.	This	does	not
assert	infallibility	or	omniscience	on	the	part	of	the	Christian	or	indeed	negate	the	need	for	Christian	instruction.	The	general	purport	of	the	passage	therefore	is	to	remind	the	readers	that	they	already	possess	in	their	fellowship	a	resource	that	is	all	sufficient	for	discerning	the	real	character	of	the	antichristian	doctrine.	How	The	Anointing
Empowers	Believers	The	“anointing”	of	the	believers	enables	all	to	know	the	truth	concerning	the	object	of	their	Christian	faith–Christ	the	incarnate	Son	of	God.	This	indwelling	of	God	is	recognized	by	its	appropriate	sign,	the	gift	of	the	Spirit	that	confesseth	that	Jesus	Christ	is	come	in	the	flesh	(I	John	4:2).	The	Spirit’s	anointing	is	not	to	be
recognized	as	a	source	of	independent	revelation,	but	makes	the	revelation	of	Christ	(the	Word)	effectual.	This	is	done	by	a	process	that	may	be	considered	as	two-fold,	teaching	and	testimony.	The	Spirit	is	the	living	Divine	Teacher	who	works	in	all	believers	a	progressive	understanding	of	the	contents	of	the	Truth	embodied	in	Christ.	He	shall	testify
of	me	(John	15-26).	(The	Tests	of	Life,	3rd	Edition,	Reprint,	Robert	Law,	Baker	Book	House,	pp.	91-92,	112-115,	297-298.)	The	verb	form	“anoint”	(Greek	chrio)	is	also	used	several	times	in	the	New	Testament	to	allude	to	the	anointing	of	Christ,	but	once	it	is	used	of	Christians,	who	are	also	in	a	sense	anointed	(II	Corinthians	1:21).	The	anointing,	is
the	same	as	that	with	which	Christ	was	anointed,	namely	Holy	Spirit	(II	Corinthians	1:22).	This,	in	fact,	is	the	meaning	behind	the	name	“Christians,”	for	believers	are	“little	Christs,”	“little	anointed	ones.”	When	John,	therefore,	uses	this	word	unction,	or	anointed,	he	simply	means	to	say	that	all	believers	have	the	Holy	Spirit.	Since	believers	have	the
Holy	Spirit,	they	have	an	“edge”	on	unbelievers	and	can	“know”	certain	things	that	unbelievers	cannot.	So,	John	says	in	the	passage	of	I	John	2:20,	Ye	know	all	things.	Do	the	Gnostic	false	teachers	claim	to	“know?”	Here	is	truth	they	cannot	know,	which	even	the	simplest	believer	“knows”	because	he	has	the	Spirit.	The	truth,	which	makes	it	possible
to	tell	Christians	from	antichrists,	is	the	truth	that	Jesus	is	the	Christ.	This	is	the	message,	which	the	believers	have	had	from	the	beginning	and	note	the	emphasis	on	hearing	and	receiving	the	Word	of	God	from	the	apostles.	Proving	False	Teachers	In	I	John	2:25-27,	the	case	is	that	any	believer	can	apply	a	test	to	be	used	on	false	teachers:	These
things	have	I	written	unto	you	concerning	them	that	seduce	you.	It	is	clear	that	from	verse	27	that	they	do	not	need	to	listen	to	these	false	teachers;	they	have	been	taught	the	Word	of	God	by	the	apostles,	and	they	have	the	indwelling	Holy	Spirit	who	will	give	them	assurance	and	teach	them	to	live	by	that	Word.	(Liberty	Bible	Commentary,	Volume	II,

Here’s	what	we’ll	explore	today:	The	Lexham	Bible	Dictionary	(available	free)
defines	spiritual	gifts	as	“ministries	or	abilities	that	the	Holy	Spirit	gives	to	Christians	for	the	edification	of	the	Church.”	It	continues,	“Spiritual	gifts	should	be	understood	as	primarily	events	(e.g.,	a	healing)	or	activities	or	functions	(e.g.,	the	act	of	teaching	or	role	as	teacher)	in	the	Church,	and	only	secondarily	as	the	abilities	or	empowerments	to
perform	them.”	Another	short	definition	is	from	Vern	Poythress’	What	Are	Spiritual	Gifts?:	The	Bible	indicates	in	several	places	that	God	equips	and	empowers	people	for	service	within	the	Church,	which	is	the	body	of	Christ.	Since	God	is	the	source	for	our	abilities,	these	empowerments	may	be	called	“gifts”	from	God.	In	The	Beginner’s	Guide	to
Spiritual	Gifts,	Sam	Storms	answers	not	only	what	spiritual	gifts	are—but	also	what	they’re	not:	Spiritual	gifts,	or	the	charismata,	are	God’s	answer	to	the	human	question	“Why	can’t	we	do	that?”	They	are	the	manifestation	and	power	of	God	the	Holy	Spirit	through,	which	he	intends	to	lead	the	Church	into	the	fullness	of	its	ordained	end.	.	.	.	Spiritual
gifts	are	not	God	bestowing	to	his	people	something	external	to	himself.	They	are	not	some	tangible	“stuff”	or	substance	separable	from	God.	Spiritual	gifts	are	nothing	less	than	God	himself	in	us,	energizing	our	souls,	imparting	revelation	to	our	minds,	infusing	power	in	our	wills,	and	working	his	sovereign	and	gracious	purposes	through	us.	Spiritual
gifts	must	never	be	viewed	deistically,	as	if	a	God	“out	there”	has	sent	some	“thing”	to	us	“down	here.”	Spiritual	gifts	are	God	present	in,	with,	and	through	human	thoughts,	human	deeds,	human	words,	human	love.	Lexham	Bible	Dictionary	lists	these	specific	gifts	Paul	references	in	key	passages:	In	1	Corinthians	12:8–10,	28	Word	of

ProphecyThe	gift	of	prophecy	.	.	.	speaking	a	word
that	came	from	God	however	long	a	person	may	have	meditated	on	it	or	prepared	how	to	say	it,	or	however	spontaneous	it	may	have	been	given,	and	the	gifts	of	discerning,	prophecy	determining	its	origin:	Is	this	from	the	Lord,	is	this	of	human	manufacture,	or	something	worse?	Tongues	and	InterpretationTongues	and	their	interpretation—why	is	it
last	on	the	list?	Not	because	Paul	is	necessarily	making	it	the	least	of	the	gifts	in	all	situations,	but	we	will	discover	that	it	is	the	most	problematic	gift	at	Corinth,	and	so	he	perhaps	deliberately	waits	and	puts	it	at	the	end.	“Tongues,”	a	Greek	word	that	again	has	a	very	broad	semantic	range	and	can	mean	everything	from	the	literal	part	of	one’s
anatomy	fit	in	one’s	mouth	to	any	human	utterance	in	some	linguistic	configuration,	known,	unknown,	or	a	collection	of	syllables	that	God	uses	to	provide	meaning	to	someone	in	a	particular	context.	Bible	scholars	say	yes,	there	are	other	gifts	of	the	Spirit.	Blomberg	says	in	the	course	Book	Study:	Paul’s	First	Letter	to	the	Corinthians	that	Paul
presents	“a	sampling	of	the	gifts	of	the	Spirit.”	Storms	also	touches	on	this	in	The	Beginner’s	Guide	to	Spiritual	Gifts:	“I’m	inclined	to	believe	there	are	potentially	as	many	gifts	as	there	are	needs	in	the	life	of	the	Church	and	in	the	experience	of	individual	Christians.”	Lexham	Bible	Dictionary	agrees	and	explains	that	the	gifts	used	for	everyday
service	in	the	Church	matter	just	as	much	as	gifts	recognized	as	miraculous:	Paul	doesn’t	suggest	that	the	various	gifts	in	these	passages	encompass	all	of	the	possible	gifts	given	by	the	Spirit.	Furthermore,	it	seems	that	Paul	doesn’t	categorically	differentiate	between	the	miraculous,	transcendent,	or	spontaneous	gifts	with	those	that	are	more
mundane,	indicative	of	a	regular	function	performed	in	the	Church,	or	that	overlap	with	latent	talents	possessed	by	members	of	the	Church.	Blomberg	says	that	“Every	person,	every	Christian	believer,	has	at	least	one	spiritual	gift,	and	they’re	not	designed	for	personal	use;	they’re	not	designed	for	the	benefit	of	the	secular	world	but	for	the	common
good,	which,	as	we	will	see,	Paul	specifies	even	more	particularly	later	on	as	the	upbuilding	of	the	church.”	So	these	gifts	work	through	each	Christian	as	believers	serve	their	church	body.	Some	people	may	have	more	than	one	gift	(1	Cor	14:13,	18).	And	some	gifts	overlap	with	others:	“for	example,	the	gift	of	apostle	probably	encapsulates	the	gifts	of
teaching	and	leadership.”	Regardless	of	which	gift(s)	each	person	has,	they	all	come	from	just	one	source—the	Spirit	(1	Cor	12:4–6).	And	the	Spirit	empowers	each	person	to	use	their	gifts.	Want	to	discover	your	spiritual	gift?	An	assessment	can	help	.	.	.	but	it’s	not	where	you	start.	First,	take	a	look	at	whether	you	meet	these	prerequisites,	outlined	by
C.	Peter	Wagner	in	Discover	Your	Spiritual	Gifts:	1.	You	have	to	be	a	Christian.2.	You	have	to	believe	in	spiritual	gifts.3.	You	have	to	be	willing	to	work.4.	You	have	to	pray.	Before	you	continue,	you	might	want	a	little	more	clarification	on	prerequisite	three.	Here	it	is,	from	Wagner:	God	has	given	you	one	or	more	spiritual	gifts	for	a	reason:	He	has	a
ministry	assignment	that	he	wants	you	to	accomplish	in	the	body	of	Christ,	a	specific	job	for	which	he	has	personally	equipped	you.	God	knows	whether	you	are	serious	about	working	for	him.	If	he	sees	that	you	just	want	to	discover	your	gift	for	the	fun	of	it	or	because	everybody	else	is	doing	it	or	because	it	gives	you	some	new	status,	you	cannot
expect	him	to	help	you	very	much.	If,	however,	you	promise	to	use	your	spiritual	gift,	whatever	it	may	be,	for	the	glory	of	God	and	for	the	welfare	of	the	body	of	Christ,	he	will	definitely	help	you.	Next,	you	can	take	these	five	steps	Wagner	recommends	for	finding	your	gifts:	1.	Explore	the	possibilities	through	studying	the	Bible,	reading,	finding	out
your	church’s	position	on	gifts,	getting	to	know	gifted	people,	and	talking	about	gifts	with	others.2.	Experiment	with	as	many	gifts	as	you	can,	starting	by	looking	for	needs.3.	Examine	your	feelings.4.	Evaluate	your	effectiveness.5.	Expect	confirmation	from	the	body.	Finally,	to	help	nudge	you	in	the	right	direction,	you	might	take	a	spiritual	gifts
assessment.	Here	are	a	few	online	assessment	options:	You’ll	also	find	a	complete	assessment	in	Discover	Your	Gifts.	As	you	might	expect	from	Wagner’s	steps	to	finding	your	spiritual	gifts	above,	he	asks	readers	not	to	rely	too	heavily	on	the	assessment—to	see	results	as	a	starting	point	for	prayer	and	meditation.	As	you	reflect	on	what	your	gifting
might	be,	consider	this	advice	from	Storms	in	The	Beginner’s	Guide	to	Spiritual	Gifts:	If	we	spend	less	time	searching	to	identify	our	spiritual	gift(s)	and	more	time	actually	praying	and	giving	and	helping	and	teaching	and	serving	and	exhorting	those	around	us,	the	likelihood	greatly	increases	that	we	will	walk	headlong	into	our	gifting	without	ever
knowing	what	happened.	God	will	more	likely	meet	us	with	His	gifts	in	the	midst	of	trying	to	help	His	children	than	He	ever	would	while	we’re	taking	a	spiritual	gifts	analysis	test.	.	.	.	So,	look	for	a	need	and	meet	it.	Find	a	hurt	and	heal	it.	Be	alert	to	the	cry	for	help	and	answer	it.	Listen	for	the	voice	of	God	and	speak	it.	Identify	someone’s	weakness
and	overcome	it.	Look	for	what’s	missing	and	supply	it.	When	you	do,	the	power	of	God—the	energizing,	enabling,	charismatic	activity	of	the	Holy	Spirit—will	equip	you,	perhaps	only	once,	but	possibly	forever,	to	minister	hope	and	encouragement	to	those	in	need.	So,	if	you’re	still	wondering	what	your	gift(s)	might	be,	act	first	and	ask	later.	***	If
you’re	a	church	leader,	you	may	be	wondering	how	you	can	help	your	members	use	their	gifts.	Here	are	a	few	ways:	1.	Teach	about	spiritual	gifts	and	how	they	can	be	applied	today.	You	could	even	invite	your	church	to	read	a	related	book	together.2.	Do	a	sermon	series	on	spiritual	gifts	and	ask	members	to	share	their	gifts	with	you	as	they	discern
them.3.	Ask	members	to	take	a	spiritual	gifts	assessment	and	share	their	results	with	you.	(Of	course,	assessments	aren’t	always	spot-on,	but	they	still	give	you	somewhere	to	start.)4. His	personality	is	denied	by	both	liberal	theologians	and	extreme	religious	cults.	Some	liberals	will	acknowledge	he	is
portrayed	as	a	person,	but	claim	the	Scripture	is	communicating	a	myth.	Radical	cults	like	the	Jehovah’s	Witnesses	deny	his	personality,	referring	to	him	as	simply	an	influence.	Because	of	the	comparatively	little	teaching	about	the	Holy	Spirit	that	has	been	done	over	the	years,	there	are	some	good	Christians	who	do	not	realize	that	the	Holy	Spirit	is	a
Person.	The	Holy	Spirit	has	the	Attributes	of	a	Person	The	Holy	Spirit	is	the	Third	Person	of	the	Trinity–equal	with	the	Father	and	Son	in	essence.	Since	one	of	the	major	aspects	of	God’s	nature	is	that	he	is	a	person,	it	follows	that	the	Holy	Spirit	is	a	person.	The	apostle	Paul	noted	the	intellectual	ability	of	the	Holy	Spirit	when	he	asked,	“What	man
knoweth	the	things	of	man	save	the	spirit	of	man	which	is	in	him?	Even	so	the	things	of	God	knoweth	no	man,	but	the	Spirit	of	God”	(1	Cor.	2:11).	The	rational	capacity	of	the	Holy	Spirit	was	expanded	to	include	wisdom	and	communication	when	Paul’s	prayer	request	for	the	Ephesians	included	“That	the	God	of	our	Lord	Jesus	Christ,	the	Father	of
glory,	may	give	unto	you	the	spirit	of	wisdom	and	revelation	in	the	knowledge	of	him”	(Eph.	1:17).	The	emotional	ability	of	the	Holy	Spirit	is	evident	in	the	word	of	the	apostle,	“the	love	of	the	Holy	Spirit”	(Rom.	15:30).	One	of	the	problems	associated	with	emotions	is	the	possibility	of	being	grieved	by	someone	who	is	loved.	The	Bible	warns	Christians,
“Grieve	not	the	Holy	Spirit	of	God”	(Eph.	4:30).	Isaiah	cited	an	example	of	how	Israel	“rebelled,	and	vexed	his	Holy	Spirit”	(Isa.	63:10).	The	Holy	Spirit	has	the	ability	to	respond	emotionally	to	the	ideas	and	experiences	he	encounters.	The	Holy	Spirit	also	has	the	ability	of	will	and	the	ability	to	exercise	it.	By	his	own	choice,	the	Holy	Spirit
accomplishes	a	number	of	specific	acts,	such	as	giving	spiritual	gifts.	“But	all	these	worketh	that	one	and	the	selfsame	Spirit,	dividing	to	every	man	severally	as	he	will”	(1	Cor.	12:11).	The	Holy	Spirit	performs	the	actions	of	a	person.	The	Holy	Spirit	does	a	number	of	things	only	a	person	can	do.	It	should	be	noted	that	the	Holy	Spirit	is	not	a	Person
because	he	does	those	things	attributable	to	personality,	but	rather	does	the	actions	of	the	personality	because	he	is	a	person.	Consider	the	following	chart	to	see	how	the	Holy	Spirit	does	those	things	which	only	a	person	can	do.	The	Acts	of	the	Person	of	the	Holy	Spirit	He	teaches	–	John	14:26	He	testifies	–	John	15:26	He	guides	–	Rom.	8:14	He
speaks	–	1	Cor.	2:13	He	enlightens	–	John	16:13	He	strives	–	Gen.	6:3	He	commands	–	Acts	8:28	He	intercedes	–	Rom.	8:26	He	sends	workers	–	Acts	13:4	He	calls	–	Rev.	22:17	He	comforts	–	John	16:7	He	works	–	1	Cor.	12:11	The	above	actions	cannot	be	accomplished	by	a	mere	influence	or	force.	Only	a	rational,	emotional,	and	active	person	could	do
all	that	the	Scriptures	teach	the	Holy	Spirit	accomplishes.	The	Holy	Spirit	was	Addressed	as	a	Person	The	New	Testament	clearly	shows	the	early	Christians	recognized	and	affirmed	the	Holy	Spirit	as	a	Person.	Peter	obeyed	the	Holy	Spirit	when	he	was	commanded	to	go	to	Cornelius’s	household	(Acts	10:19).	Philip	followed	the	leading	of	the	Holy
Spirit	in	his	ministry	also	(Acts	8:39).	Against	his	better	judgment,	Ananias	came	to	Saul,	obeying	what	the	Holy	Spirit	had	revealed	to	him	(Acts	9:10-17).	Paul	and	Silas	were	constantly	led	by	the	Holy	Spirit	in	their	ministry	(Acts	16:7-10).	The	Bible	also	records	the	story	of	two	disciples	who	attempted	to	lie	to	the	Holy	Spirit	(Acts	5:3).	At	his	trial,
Stephen	addressed	the	Sanhedrin,	saying,	“Ye	stiffnecked	and	uncircumcised	in	heart	and	ears,	ye	do	always	resist	the	Holy	Ghost:	as	your	fathers	did,	so	do	ye”	(Acts	7:51).	Jesus	also	warned	about	blaspheming	the	Holy	Spirit	(Matt.	12:31),	and	the	Bible	also	warns	of	the	consequences	of	insulting	the	Holy	Spirit.	“Of	how	much	sorer	punishment,
suppose	ye,	shall	he	be	thought	worthy,	who	hath	trodden	under	foot	the	Son	of	God,	and	hath	counted	the	blood	of	the	covenant,	with	which	he	was	sanctified,	an	unholy	thing,	and	hath	done	despite	unto	the	Spirit	of	grace?”	(Heb.	10:29).	Is	it	any	wonder	the	writer	concludes,	“It	is	a	fearful	thing	to	fall	into	the	hands	of	the	living	God”	(Heb.	10:31)?
This	would	not	be	so	if	we	had	a	proper	reverence	for	the	Person	of	the	Holy	Spirit	as	did	David	(Ps.	51:11).	Association	of	Persons	A	fourth	scriptural	illustration	of	the	Holy	Spirit	as	a	person	is	seen	in	the	references	to	the	Trinity.	Jesus	commanded	his	disciples	to	“teach	all	nations,	baptizing	them	in	the	name	of	the	Father,	and	of	the	Son,	and	of	the
Holy	Ghost”	(Matt.	28:19).	Jesus	acknowledged	three	distinct	Persons	of	the	Trinity	but	recognized	their	unity	in	a	simple	name.	In	our	understanding	of	the	Trinity,	we	realize	that	what	is	true	of	God	is	true	of	each	part	of	the	Trinity	of	God.	God	the	Father	is	a	personal	God	interested	in	us	(John	3:16;	1	John	3:1).	God	the	Son	is	also	shown	as	a
personal	God	interested	in	us	(John	13:1).	If	the	teaching	of	Scripture	were	unclear	concerning	the	personality	of	the	Holy	Spirit,	his	association	with	other	members	of	the	Trinity	of	God	as	an	equal	indicates	that	he	too	is	a	person.	The	following	two	tabs	change	content	below.	Each	person	on	the	face	of	the	earth	has	a	spiritual	gift	that	grows,
deepens,	and	strengthens	through	life.
