Do	a	point	to	develop	a	stronger	relationship	with	the	most	successful	colleague,	to	benefit	from	future
learning	opportunities?	Evaluate	the	report	of	a	faulted	candidate.	While	I'm	inas	comfortable	candidates	are	with	failure	may	seem	counterintuitive,	this	move	can	tell	you	how	team-focused	they	are.	Perfectionists	and	others	who	fear	failure	cannot	make	the	best	teammates.	Since	they	are	overly	focused	on	appearing	to	have	everything	“together”,
they	are	likely	to	deny	others’	offers	for	help,	and	refuse	the	need	to	delegate.	They	can	also	offer	harsh	criticism	of	others'	contributions.	Asking	candidates	about	past	failures	and	evaluating	their	ways	of	working	through	them	and	learning	from	them	can	report	how	well	these	people	will	work	in	a	team	environment.	Overall,	competition	is
necessary	on	the	market	--	but	it	is	not	always	the	best	thing	for	a	team.	When	leaders	ensure	that	they	are	taking	team-oriented	talent,	rather	than	people	who	look	primarily	for	themselves,	they	are	more	likely	to	build	high-performance	teams.
