It	includes	visuals	and	other	detailed	information	to	provide	your	client	a	clear	idea	of	your	vision	for	their	outdoor	space.	It	helps	them	get	a	clear	understanding	of	the	extent	of	the	project,	the	services	you	offer	and	the	costs.	A	proposal	provides
extensive	details	about	your	landscape	business,	the	services	you	offer,	past	projects	and	even	testimonials.	Sometimes	called	a	pitch,	a	proposal	combines	all	the	information	included	in	an	estimate,	quote	or	bid,	and	more.	Unlike	an	estimate,	which	provides	a	high	level	overview	of	the	project	and	its	general	costs,	a	proposal	provides	the	exact
amount	you	expect	the	project	to	cost	and,	like	a	quote,	it	is	typically	legally	binding	after	it	is	signed	by	all	parties.	Why	are	landscape	proposals	important?A	professional	and	well-presented	landscape	proposal	can	help	you	win	projects	because	it	gives	potential	clients	a	clear	idea	of	what	their	new	outdoor	area	will	look	like	after	completion,	and
the	costs	behind	it.		Proposals	are	also	a	place	where	you	can	stand	out	from	your	competition	by	showing	the	services	your	business	offers	and	what	makes	you	different	from	the	rest.
