In some Indian grammar books optative sentences are taught as one of the types of sentences along with declarative
sentences, interrogative sentences and exclamatory sentences. Sentences beginning with "may" and expressing a wish (e.g. May you live long) are classified as optative sentences. Are optative sentences and optative mood usually explained in standard English grammar books written by native speakers and taught by schools/universities in the UK and
the USA? Did you study them under that name? Thanks in advance. I had to smile when I read your question, Emp - I wasn't taught any English grammar at school. (That's probably why I now find it
fascinating). Oh, I see. Thanks a lot. But some students should be studying English grammar at least at the higher level to analyse the structure as opposed to learn English. (I was taught, yet I still love it!) Ah, if the question is whether I've come across "optative mood" in the texts on English I've read since school - then the answer is "no, I don't think
I have". I suppose you might say that various structures or sentences in English have optative meaning - but I would be surprised to see a present-day linguist suggesting that there's an optative mood. (We weren't taught any grammar in school, either, but I was given a book about it to study because I was obviously some kind of weirdo even at an
early age.) I'm trying to think what the CGEL (Cambridge Grammar) does call it. That book uses four clause types, the fourth being imperative. - Aha, by some sneaky searching I find those are the four major clause types, and they also allow some minor clause types, including three they describe as optative: (i) God save the Queen! (ii) Long may she
reign over us! (iii) Would that he were still alive! (i) is subjunctive and (ii) and (iii) use modals. Last edited: Apr 15, 2016 Oh, I missed the imperative in my OP. I knew I one type was missing, but failed to recall which one. But in Indian books, the imperative is exemplified something like "Please, open the door" or "Get out". I mean where the listener is
ordered/instructed/advised/requested directly. So Cambridge calls the sentences expressing a wish imperative? Thanks, EB and Loob. No, I think you've misunderstood etb's comment, Emp. In the CGEL analysis, there are five* major clause types: - declarative - closed interrogative - open interrogative - exclamative - imperative and several minor
ones, including optatives, conditional fragments, and verbless directives. Etb's post 5 gives examples of the three constructions labelled optatives; CGEL says about them that "These three constructions express wishes". ----- *This comes down to etb's four if you merge the two interrogative types. Dictionary of English Grammar: "(c) The formulaic or optative subjunctive is used in independent clauses, mainly in set expressions, e.g. God save the Queen Some such clauses have unusual word order, e.g. Perish the thought! Come hell and high water." Like others above, I never learned English grammar at school, although I had to use the optative
(not part of English grammar!) in my first year of secondary school when I studied Ancient Greek. Does the Oxford Dictionary of English Grammar also refer to optative uses of modals, e2 (examples (ii) and (iii) in etb's post 5)? Or does it limit the word 'optative' to a particular use of the subjunctive? It doesn't. It refers to Would that I could help (=I
wish) as a grammatical structure that is an archaism. Likewise So be it. Optative is only used together with subjunctive in this dictionary. Thanks, e2 That goes to show ... something. I'm not sure what Emp was hoping for from this thread.... Like e2efour, the only time I have ever heard "optative" is when I studied ancient Greek. In teaching English
grammar (including grammar to EFL students) rather than the concept of mood, the phrase "modal verbs" is used. Modal verbs include may, might, should, could, would, must, ought to. In other words, there is no discrete optative mood in English, rather, its meaning is distributed across various expressions. The modal verbs "may" and "would" can
be used to express the optative, but of course they have other, more common modal functions. I suppose the bottom line, Emp, is "Do you find 'optative' a useful term?" Here is a definition from Crystals Dictionary of Linguistics and Phonetics: A term sometimes used in grammatical description, to refer to a category of mood which expresses a desire,
hope, or wish. The optative mood (‘the optative’) is chiefly known from Classical Greek. Optative expressions in English use the modal verbs or the subjunctive: May they get home safely.
