PROGRAM COST Tuition for the 9-course program is $39,600. This breaks down to $4,400 per course / $1,100 per unit. Tuition is assessed quarterly. Students in
the MSOL program are not assessed mandatory campus fees. UNEX ENROLLMENT COST UCLA Extension (UNEX) charges an additional $300 fee per course, for a total tuition cost of $4,700 per course. If you would like to take a course as a non-matriculating student, please e-mail admissions@seas.ucla.edu, as special permission is required before
enrollment can begin. FINANCIAL AID The Financial Aid Office administers financial support via student loans based on need to domestic students.
