Over time, this oil and debris can build up inside the grinder and cause problems for you. If you want to avoid this problem, dont forget to deep clean your grinder
regularly.Troubleshooting Steps for Your Jammed Cuisinart Grinder Although a jammed grinder can inconvenience you when you want a cup of coffee, it is not something that you cant easily fix.
