Rarely	treatable	or	transient,	errors	based	on	alleged	expert	testimony	can	be	more	recalcitrant	and	long-lasting	than	other	types	of	errors.Much	of	the	literature	on	testimony,	including	expert	testimony,	focuses	on
the	responsibilities	of	listeners,	but	the	ability	to	defeat	epistemic	along	with	the	practical	and	intellectual	risks	associated	with	dependence	on	beginners	on	experts	require	shifting	our	attention	to	the	responsibilities	of	speakers. (2014)	Defend	five	principles:	honesty,	precision,	relevance	to	the	public,	transparency	of	the	process,	and	specification	of	uncertainty	about	conclusions	to	articulate	what	scientists	should	communicate	to	nonscientists.	Scientists	should
not	deceive	their	audience,	be	accurate,	provide	clear	descriptions	of	scientific	processes	and	so	on.	ENA,	on	the	other	hand,	articulates	when	loudspeakers	should	make	expert	statements	and	on	what	basis.	These	approaches	share	the	objective	of	providing	rules	governing	expert-to-novice	speech.	However,	Keohane	et	al.	(2014)	are	influenced	by	a
natural	temptation	to	articulate	the	communicative	responsibilities	of	scientists	in	terms	of	a	social	contract.	Following	Baier	(1986),	we	should	resist	justifying	the	responsibilities	of	the	through	a	social	contract.	When	there	are	large	asymmetries	in	dependence,	vulnerability	and	power,	as	there	are	experts	and	novices,	contracts	provide	a
conceptual	framework	that	is	poor	on	the	ground.	Instead,	we	should	justify	these	responsibilities	directly	in	the	vulnerability	of	beginners	based	on	their	dependence	on	experts. The	story	of	knowledge	extends	the	analogy	between	the	commandment	and	the	claim	claim	that	making	a	statement	gives	yourself	a	responsibility	to	guarantee	the	truth	of	its	content	that	you
download	having	the	necessary	knowledge.	The	testimony	of	experts	is	both	a	statement	and	a	kind	of	command.	The	epistemic	authority	behind	authentic	expert	testimony	is	similar	to	the	authority	behind	a	command.	Just	like	someone	who	gives	a	command	gives	a	responsibility	to	the	person	who	receives	it,	when	someone	gives	an	expert
testimony	to	a	beginner,	they	give	a	responsibility	to	the	novice	to	believe	what	is	affirmed.	Failure	to	adopt	this	belief	means	not	having	downloaded	this	responsibility.	But	because	the	expert	testimony	gives	this	responsibility	to	others,	experts	also	give	responsibility	to	themselves	when	they	speak	as	experts,	i.e.,	the	responsibility	to	possess	and
speak	from	skills.	When	experts	violate	ENA,	they	impose	an	undue	burden	of	responsibility	on	the	novice	of	listening	and	fail	to	resign	their	responsibilities.	We	can	finally	explain	the	wrong	of	epistemic	transgression.	Beginners	who	listen	to	experts	are	often	rationally	required	to	accept	what	experts	say.	Such	acceptance	entails	serious	practical
and	intellectual	risks.	Beginners	often	do	not	have	the	ability	to	judge	where	the	experience	begins	and	ends.	So	even	when	experts	speak	beyond	their	competence,	refusing	to	refer	it	will	often	be	irrational.	When	experts	spend,	they	abuse	their	authority	irresponsible	and	neglect	the	responsibilities	they	have	towards	epistemic	employees.	As	in	any
case	of	dependence,	those	dealing	with	the	welfare	of	employees	have	strict	responsibilities,	including	the	responsibilities	of	avoiding	(i)	abusing	asymmetries	of	power	arising	from	dependence	and	(iii)	neglecting	dependent	vulnerabilities.	In	the	absence	of	these	responsibilities,	epistemic	offenders	irresponsiblely	impose	significant	practical	and
intellectual	risks	to	novices. When	there	is	no	reason	to	believe	that	the	mechanic	has	experience	of	foreign	policy,	once	he	makes	the	political	statement,	any	epistemic	authority	supporting	his	advice	on	your	car	is	no	longer	valid.	For	extreme	comparisons,	imagine	a	parent	without	a	military
background	who	tells	his	son	first	to	go	to	his	room	and	then	tell	his	friend	to	invade	North	Korea	or	tell	a	fully	autonomous	adult	friend	to	go	to	his	room.	In	both	cases,	a	minimum	knowledge	of	the	context	is	sufficient	to	indicate	that	the	person	who	issues	the	commands	simply	does	not	have	the	necessary	authority.	The	same	should	be	said	of
epistemical	failure.	Sometimes	it	is	quite	evident,	even	if	only	for	the	content	of	an	assertion,	that	the	offender	is	not	speaking	as	an	expert	even	when	it	was	a	moment	before.	Once	this	is	evident	in	the	mechanical	example,	there	is	no	risk	that	the	real	epistemistic	authority	of	the	mechanic	imposes	illegitimate	pressure	on	the	novices	to	postpone
foreign	policy.	However,	as	we	have	seen,	the	boundaries	of	skills	can	be	unclear	and	challenged	by	alleged	experts.
