Many have asked over the years and very few have followed up or made it successful. It is quite easy, but then again, someone has to step up and make it
happen and few can stick with it. Here is the basic plan. Gather a few friends and invite them by email to breakfast or lunch somewhere. Ask them if they will meet you at another place next week. At the next meeting ask them if they like the idea of continuing to meet. Have them invite a few more friends. Build a list of nice places to go within a
reasonable distance. If you can continue this for 4-6 weeks and get a dozen people to follow you by email let me know and I will build a new Romeo forum for you. Then you can post your rides there and email the link to your friends. Once they sign up they can subscribe to your forum and get automatic email notices complete with a map of the place
to meet. It helps for you or someone to take some pics and share them so everyone feels like they are part of the group. Look at the other forums for some ideas.
