and	doing	background	vocals.	It	was	during	this	time	that	he	converted	and	became	a	Christian.	For	him,	it	was	an	exciting	experience,	and	he	wrote	songs	about	it.Greene	went	solo	after	four	years	with	Reeds	band	and	met	Mark	Lowry,	lyricist	of	the	Christmas	carol	Mary	Did	You	Know.	Greene	wrote	the	music	for	it,	and	soon	it	became	a	Christmas

Hall.Our	next	Christian	country	music	singer-songwriter	is	David	L.	Cook.	He	began	performing	at	a	very	young	age	with	his	gospel	familys	group,	the	Cook	Family	Singers.
