The metal contacts should be facing down, the dark slide should be facing up, and tab should be
facing out of the camera slot toward you.4Close the camera. Once the film is properly inserted, shut the film compartment to complete the loading process. The dark slide should automatically eject from the front of the camera. Once the dark slide has emerged, you are ready to begin shooting!Do not force it shut! If you need to use force to close the
compartment, then the cartridge isn't all the way in yet. Unnecessary force can damage your camera.Consider saving the dark slide. Use it to cover your pictures for several minutes when they come out of the camera to avoid damaging UV exposure.[3]5Photograph! Press the red shutter button to take a picture with your Polaroid 600 camera. If you
are using a OneStep instant camera: when the photos come out, make sure to immediately turn them face-down or place them inside a pitch-black container.
