APANS	wrote	a	very	useful	book	on	Stalin.	Covers	the	period	of	his	childhood	and	the	first	years	as	revolutionary	in	Georgia	in	the	Caucasus,	to	his	work	with	Lenin	as	a	leader	of	the	Bolshevik	Party	and	of	the	October	Revolution,	to	his
role	in	directing	the	Soviet	society	through	the	period	of	industrialization	and	collectivization,	the	Great	patriotic	war	against	Nazi	Germany	and	the	second	reconstruction	after	the	war	until	his	death	in	1953.	The	book	is	thoroughly	up	to	head,	with	references	from	sources	of	bourgeois	scholars	that	from	Marxist-Leninist	sources,	making	it	easy	for
the	reader	Interested	in	achieving	further	information.	Affans	constantly	defends	Stalin's	opinions	and	actions	during	its	entire	life	as	revolutionary,	without	making	concessions	to	the	trousers	of	the	bourgeoisie	of	the	bourgeoisie	and	revisionists.	In	its	first	introductory	chapter,	CDE.	Apans	openly	opposes	the	attacks	of	Khrushchev	and	the	followers
of	him	on	Stalin.	It	is	emphasized	that	while	no	one	has	seriously	taken	the	attacks	of	open	imperialist	agents	or	renegades	such	as	Trotskyiti	and	Social	Democrats	against	Stalin,	the	Khrushchev	report	on	Stalin	became	a	powerful	weapon	in	the	hands	of	the	enemies	of	communism	and	has	contributed	to	undermining	the	faith	of	People	in	the	cause
of	Marxism-Leninisma,	Â	"â"	¢	(Page	7).	Cde.	Affan	also	states	that	Ã	¢	â,¬	Å	"cult	of	the	personality"	that	grew	around	Stalin	is	an	anti-work	class	point	of	view,	but	that	was	Khrustchev	and	others	of	his	ILK,	not	Stalin,	who	They	encouraged	this.	Finally,	CDE.	Affank	correctly	connects	the	attacks	on	Stalin	to	the	subsequent	fall	of	the	Soviet	Union
and	the	democracies	of	the	people	of	Eastern	Europe,	stating	that	""	that	links	the	role	of	Stalin	will	lead	to	anti-marxism	and	anti-	Leninism	and	destruction	of	the	socialist	production	mode	¢	â,¬	â	"¢	(p.	18).	There	is	however	a	significant	weakness	in	the	criticism	of	the	revisionism	of	the	author	in	this	introductory	chapter.	He	underlines	the	political
maneuvers	of	the	revisionists	after	the	Stalin's	death,	such	as	the	elimination	of	70%	of	the	members	of	the	Central	Committee	which	was	elected	to	the	19th	century	1952	during	the	20th	one	in	1956.	But	there	is	no	mention	of	the	measures	adopted	to	compromise	the	Socialist	reports	of	the	PR	Oduction.	For	example,	he	omits	the	sale	of	the	car
tractor	stations	to	the	collective	farms,	which	have	transformed	an	important	part	of	state	production	in	raw	materials.	Né	the	author	discusses	the	fact	that	under	Khrushchev	the	business	profit	has	become	the	main	production	indicator	(which	Stalin	had	warned	against	economic	problems	of	socialism	in	the	USSR,	written	in	1952).	These	measures
have	led	to	the	fall	of	genuine	socialism	in	the	Soviet	Union	(and	from	the	Of	the	people	of	Eastern	Europe,	with	the	exception	of	Albania),	as	well	as	Gorbachev	and	the	collapse	of	the	Soviet	Union.	It	is	impossible	in	in	Short	review	to	do	more	than	highlight	some	of	the	important	points	of	the	CDE.	The	Book	of	Appan.	For	example,	he	openly	defends
socialism	policy	in	a	country,	demonstrating	that	Lenin	also	thought	that	this	could	be	the	way	to	follow	for	the	Soviet	Union. He	explains	the	purification	of	the	party	by
foreign	elements,	and	highlights	the	criticism	of	Stalin	to	the	attitude	«bureaucratic»	that	led	to	the	unjust	expulsion	of	many	common	party	workers	(p.	235).	Of	particular	interest	for	this	reviewer	was	the	CDE.	Appana	discussion	on	the	measures	taken	by	Stalin	to	prepare	the	imminent	attack	of	Nazi	Germany	against	the	Soviet	Union,	which	took
place	in	June	1941.	Avoiding	to	give	Nazis	an	excuse	for	an	early	attack,	Stalin	convened	800,000	reservists	in	the	March	of	that	year	and	advanced	28	border	divisions	in	April	(p.	271).	The	author	speaks	of	the	mobilization	of	the	members	of	the	Communist	and	Komsomol	party	(young	communists)	in	the	armed	forces	almost	immediately	after	the
beginning	of	the	war	(p.	278).	And	explains	the	great	work	of	reconstruction	after	the	end	of	the	war,	which	led	to	the	exceeding	preblyed	production	levels	by	1948	and	a	significant	increase	in	production	levels	by	the	end	of	the	fourth	five-year	floor	in	1950.	There	are	some	areas	of	the	Book	in	which	Cde.	The	debate	discussion	on	ideological	and
political	issues	is	quite	weak.	For	example,	in	the	chapter	Â	«The	fight	against	deviationâ»	that	criticizes	Trotsky,	Bucharin	and	others,	there	is	a	lot	of	material	dedicated	to	the	details	of	how	the	diverters	have	lost	influence	in	the	various	organs	of	the	party,	but	not	enough	material	for	Clarify	the	substance	of	their	opinions. Zdhanov	had	been	the	best	Marxist
theoretician	in	the	Soviet	Union	since	Stalin.	In	the	post-war	years,	he,	along	with	Stalin,	was	busy	cleaning	up	the	enlarged	stables	of	the	Soviet	Union.	During	the	years	of	the	war,	all	efforts	and	energies	were	concentrated	to	win	the	war	and	patriotism	was	the	central	slogan.	Consequently	many	deviations	from	proletarian	ideology	have	been
rampant.	Zdhanov,	together	with	Stalin,	played	a	leading	role	in	correcting	these	deviations	in	almost	every	walk	of	Soviet	life. A	frantic	preparation	to	remove	Stalin	was	now	on	the	immediate	agenda	of	the
opposition	elements.	Two	weeks	before	Stalin’s	death,	the	news	of	the	sudden	death	of	Kosynkin	appeared	in	Izvestia,	on	17	February	1953. If	Stalin's	death	was	unexplained	and	natural,	surely	the	previous	deaths,	in	this	situation,	of	the	head	of	security	of	the	Kremlin,	General	Kosynkin	and	the	sudden	disappearance	of	Stalin's	bodyguard	were	clearly	remarkable	coincidences!	It	was	the	night	of	March	3,
1953.	It	was	Wednesday.	The	Moscow	radio	announced	that	Stalin	suffered	a	brain	bleeding	on	the	previous	Sunday,	that	is,	on	March	1,	1953.	It	remains	unexplained	because	the	announcement	was	made	after	three	days	long.	Stalin	died	on	March	5,	1953.	Undoubtedly,	the	announcement	of	the	process	of	opposition	elements	prompted	Stalin’s
death	and	was	the	immediate	cause	of	his	death.	It	can	be	noted	that	all	the	accused	of	the	“Dame’s	Deck”	were	released	on	March	6,	1953	with	an	announcement	that	arrests	were	made	due	to	some	misinformation	and	misunderstanding! Despite	this	public	statement,	the	rank	and	file	of	the	world	communist	movement,	being	so	lured	by	their	respective	leadership	in	the	illusions	of	class	peace
during	those	three	years,	had	thus	lost	their	revolutionary	vigilance	that	this	public	statement	could	pass	without	any	concern	in	parties,	without	any	request	for	independent	investigationCause	of	Stalin's	death,	without	any	comments	from	the	public	party!	Of	course,	the	statement	of	Tito	a	renegade	from	Marxism,	in	all	probability	has	been	done
upon	Of	Khrushchev	another	disowned	by	Marxism	as	part	of	the	information	information	to	evaluate	the	reaction	of	the	communists	of	the	world.	Khrushchev	became	doubly	certain	that	he	had	won	the	hearts	(if	any)	of	the	renegades. Albania	had
already	withdrawn	its	public	support	for	the	policies	of	the	Soviet	revisionist	and	had	launched	polemics	underlining	the	revisionist	position	in	the	international	communist	movement.	Now	Khrushchev	had	to	face	the	withdrawal	of	public	support	from	the	powerful	and	most	respected	Communist	Party	of	China.	This	was	a	new	and	unpleasant
prospect	for	Khrushchev.	It	is	clear	that	the	decision	to	remove	Stalin’s	body	was	an	urgent	practical	necessity	for	the	leading	Soviet	revisionists	and	there	were	rumors	that	Stalin’s	body	was	burned	to	ashes	before	burial.	In	advance	of	any	–	vulgar	events	Khrushchev	wanted	to	prevent	any	undesirable	investigation	subsequent	to	the	cause	of
Stalin’s	death. The	dominant	circle	of	the	United	States	and	Britain	expected	that,	as	a	result	of	the	exhausting	war,	the	Soviet	Union	would	be	white	and	dull,	would	cease	to	be	a	great	power	and	would	become	dependent	on	the	United	States	and	Britain.	The	hopes	of	the	imperialists	proved	illusory	and
unfounded.	Although	during	the	war	the	Soviet	Union	and	allied	countries	acted	together,	despite	the	difference	in	the	objectives	of	the	war,	the	difference	between	the	two	conceptions	of	the	subject	of	war	and	the	post-war	world	became	exceptionally	clear	when	the	war	came	to	an	end.	The	U.S.R.,	the	People	Democracies	and	other	democratic
countries	have	launched	a	determined	struggle	to	liquidate	the	remnants	of	fascism	and	to	strengthen	the	democratic	order.	The	dominant	circle	of	the	United	States	and	Britain,	however,	began	to	protect	the	remnants	of	fascism	to	strangle	the	forces	of	democracy	and	national	liberation	and	prepare	a	new	war	with	the	aim	of	establishing	their	own
domination	of	the	world.	Thus	two	lines	of	post-war	policy	were	revealed	and	this	led	to	the	formation	of	two	camps	â​​	the	imperialist	camp	â​​	and	the	democratic	camp.
