The	PDF	was	developed	by	Adobe	back	in	the	early	90s	and	it	has	become	increasingly	popular	since	the	advent	of	the	Internet	and	Social	Media.	PDF	files	typically	contain	both	text	and	images	and	it	is	these	images	that	can	often	increase	the	file	size,	in	some	cases	dramatically	so.
